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1 MODULE OVERVIEW

Web Services play a key role in remote client connectivity to WSS and MOSS servers. The
path used for almost all web services is http://servername/sites/sitename/_vti_bin . WSS
provides some core web services and MOSS builds on that feature set to provide even more
functionality. This module covers the various web services and the services that they provide.

SharePoint is leveraged heavily by Office and provides a platform for information worker

collaboration. WSS is a component of Windows Server for creating team -based Web sites that
enable information sharing and document collaboration. WSS provides team services and sites

to the Office System and other desktop applications. It also serves as a platform for

application development and is the engine for all SharePoint sites. Including such | T resources
as portals, team workspaces, e -mail, presence awareness, and Web -based conferencing, WSS
enables users to locate distributed information quickly and efficiently, as well as connect to

and work with others more productively.

Web services play a key role in enabling this connectivity, especially when it comes to
remotely managing a deployment of SharePoint sites or interacting with a SharePoint site via a
smart client application.

11 WHAT ARE WEB SERVICE  S?

In recent years, the imperative to connec t people, information, and processes has changed the
way software is being developed. Successful IT systems increasingly require interoperability

across platforms and flexible services that can easily evolve over time. This has led to the
prevalence of XML as the universal language for representing and transmitting structured data

that is independent of programming language, software platform, and hardware.

Building on the broad acceptance of XML, Web services are applications that use standard
transports, encodings, and protocols to exchange information. With broad support across
vendors and businesses, Web services enable computer systems on any platform to
communicate over corporate intranets, extranets, and across the Internet with support for
end-to-end security, reliable messaging, distributed transactions, and more.

Web services are based on a core set of standards that describe the syntax and semantics of

software communication: XML provides the common syntax for representing data; the Simple

Object A ccess Protocol (SOAP) provides the semantics for data exchange; and the Web

Services Description Language (WSDL) provides a mechanism to describe the capabilities of a

Web service. Additional specifications, collectively referred to as the WS -* architectur e, define
functionality for Web services discovery, eventing, attachments, security, reliable messaging,

transactions, and management.

The

SDK contains far more detail on the web services and their methods. This course will serve as

an overview for the web services with some opportunities to use the web services in a lab type
environment. In general, however, detailed examples for each method would make this

module far to lengthy without adding actual value. In the event that you would like additional

detail on a particular web service or method you have two options.

The first is to browse the web service directly and click on the method you are interested in.

When you br owse a web service you will see a page like the one below from the alerts web
service.

In the top right hand box you can include the required headers and xml body that the web

service requires. The program can log to a text file for later review and as you can see at the
top of the log output window the last status response from the server is displayed. The output

from wfetch is similar to a netmon but the tool allows you to make specific requests to the

server and view the specific output so it can be useful for very explicit troubleshooting.
